This giving for earthquake relief in Haiti is paying for two feeding programs for
children, with a third in the works; temporary shelters for Brethren families who are home-
less; food relief for communities around the three congregations of Eglise des Freres
Haitiens (Haitian Church of the Brethren) in Port -au-Prince; preparations to build

more permanent homes outside the earthquake zone; and shipments of Family Household
Kits, Water Filtration Buckets, Hygiene Kits, Baby Care Kits, and other relief materials.
Brethren grants also have aided the Church World Service response in Haiti. A select team
of doctors, nurses, and trauma counselors are scheduled to leave for Haiti soon to provide
holistic care to the Brethren congregations and surrounding neighborhoods.
